Industry Updates

Proposed Changes to Building Code - Municipal Affairs and Housing is consulting on proposed changes to the Building Code that would require fire sprinklers in multiple-unit residential buildings over three storeys in height; introduce administrative requirements to support the maintenance (or re-inspection) of existing on-site sewage systems, as part of the implementation of the Clean Water Act, 2006; and incorporate technical requirements regulating tertiary treatment unit disposal beds (“area beds”) that form part of certain on-site sewage systems. A consultation paper and other related material including Q&As and a backgrounder, are available on the Building Code website.  Public information sessions have been organized (dates and times on the website).  There is a deadline on May 1, 2008 for the receipt of comments.  Questions about the Code proposals and the consultation process should be directed to 416.585.7174.
