The Arts Council in Buffalo & Erie County announces the presentation of its technical assistance workshop series “Workshop Wednesdays: A Series of Technical Assistance Workshops to Guide Arts and Cultural Organizations and Individual Artists Through Times of Economic Challenge.”

Workshop Topics are as follows:

June 18, 2008 -Strategic Planning for Fundraising in the Arts: This workshop will focus on how to develop a comprehensive communication strategy for fund-raising/friend-raising by arts organizations large and small.  

The workshop will be presented by Professor Ron D. Smith, APR, Chair of the Communications Department at Buffalo State College. Professor Smith teaches public relations strategy, writing and research. He also is project director for the department’s American Indian Policy and Media Initiative and has worked as a public relations manager and consultant, newspaper editor, and Navy journalist. 

The workshop will be held at Hallwalls Contemporary Arts Center, 341 Delaware Avenue, Buffalo, NY from 2 pm to 4 pm and the cost will be $15 for Arts Council Members and $20 for non-members

July 2, 2008 – The Business of Music: The basics to starting a rewarding music career This workshop is intended for those artists who are interested in everything from starting a band, to becoming a songwriter, expanding their opportunities as a cover artist and much more.  

The workshop will be presented by Van Taylor, a professional musician with 35 years in the entertainment business and is the principal of Van Taylor Productions, a production and publishing company, and President of TM International, an internet music distribution company. Taylor, is also the leader of Taylor Made Jazz, an ensemble that has entertained US military troops for over 30 years and when not traveling works as a teaching artists in area schools. ed

The workshop will be held at Hallwalls Contemporary Arts Center, 341 Delaware Avenue, Buffalo, NY from 10 am to 12 pm and the cost will be $10 for Arts Council Members and $15 for non-members

July 9, 2008 -Long-term Development: Not just surviving but thriving this workshop will be an overview of the development function for most cultural organizations.  It can be implemented in a one-person office or with a staff.  It will look at annual funds, membership programs, and fund raising initiatives which are specific to each organization.  Both government and private foundation grant programs will be discussed. Discussion of long term funding for the organization in the form of Capital Campaigns for bricks and mortar projects, endowment funds or venue specific initiatives are all part of the workshop content.

The workshop will be presented by Adair M. Saviola, Director of Development and Marketing at the Buffalo Zoo.  A 1973 graduate of Niagara, Adair also holds a Masters in educational theatre from New York University. While at the Buffalo Zoo, Adair guided the Zoo’s membership effort to an increase of more than 100% as well as increased in the Zoo’s annual fund and dramatic increases in sponsorship revenue. Ms. Saviola has been instrumental in raising nearly $30 million to implement the first phase of the Zoo’s new $75 million Master Plan. 

The workshop will be held at the Buffalo Museum of Science, 1020 Humboldt Parkway, Buffalo, NY from 10 am to 12 pm and the cost will be $15 for Arts Council Members and $20 for non-members

July 30, 2008 - Nonprofit Financial Management: A Fiscal Overview From A to Z. This workshop is a comprehensive overview of basic accounting practices for nonprofits.  The discussion will range from reading a balance sheet, understanding P&L statements, and tracking a budget to internal controls, nonprofit tax filings, and management letters.  

The workshop will be presented by Joseph J. Ryndak, a supervisor at Toski, Schaefer & Co., P.C.  Ryndak provides audit, tax and consulting services to variety of nonprofit organizations.  He previously served as Chief Financial Officer for several large multi-funded nonprofit organizations.  He also owned and operated a successful transportation company for over 12 years.  Ryndak received a Bachelor of Science degree in Accounting from the Rochester Institute of Technology in 1981.

Showcase of Local artists and Designers Organized by Pecha Kucha Buffalo!

WHAT IS PECHA KUCHA?:
Initially devised by Astrid Klein and Mark Dytham (Klein Dytham architecture), Pecha Kucha was conceived in 2003 in Tokyo as a place for young designers to meet, network, and show their work in public.  But as we all know, give the stage to a designer (especially an architect) and you'll be trapped for hours. The key to Pecha Kucha Night is its patented system for avoiding this fate. Each presenter is allowed 20 images, each shown for 20 seconds each - giving 6 minutes 40 seconds of fame before the next presenter is up. This keeps presentations concise, the interest level up, and gives more people the chance to show.  As Wired Magazine surmised, "The key to the success of the Pecha Kucha evenings springing up across the world over the last few years -- from Bogota to Buffalo -- is simplicity."

Pecha Kucha (which is Japanese for the sound of conversation) has tapped into a demand for a forum in which creative work can be easily and informally shown, without having to rent a gallery or chat up a magazine editor. This is a demand that seems to be global - as Pecha Kucha Night, without any pushing, has spread virally to over 123 cities across the world.

This will be the sixth Pecha Kucha to take place in Buffalo since 2006.  Since the event came to Buffalo, fifty Pecha Kucha presenters have shown work.  Each event has attracted over 200 Pecha Kucha fans to see an array of artists, musicians, architects, designers, writers and activists each presenting their work in some depth but at a comically breakneck pace—20 slides, 20 seconds each.

Circuit Bending Workshop

Circuit bending is a process whose aim is to unlock the chaos and serendipity hidden within every electronic device. A person with no prior electronics knowledge or experience can wring tremendous subversive satisfaction from transforming a pedestrian toy or appliance into a personalized experimental device. Circuit bending differs from hardware hacking in that benders approach the circuit or object with no clear expectations as to the specific result of their modifications, proceeding like explorers into uncharted territories.

With just a few simple tools and basic electronic components, a circuit bender can turn a discarded toy electronic keyboard into an aleatoric music box capable of emitting uncategorizable and unforeseen screams, hisses and rumbles. An outmoded video game can automatically render melted, glitched programming resembling Saturday morning cartoons on Saturn. A 'talking' toy or game can be coaxed into revealing arcane knowledge intoned in previously unheard electronic languages.

The workshop will be a hands-on exploration of bending techniques focusing on the repurposing of scavenged, yard-sold, and thrift-shopped children's toys. Almost everything made for children in the last ten years has a sound-producing chip inside it - even books make noise these days! Participants will be encouraged to bring their own sacrificial items for modification, and will certainly finish the workshop as the proud owner of at least one new experimental musical instrument. Access to tools will be provided, as will enough electronic supplies to get the participants started. Supplemental lectures, written material, and internet resources will be available to guide the newly-baptized benders in their personal bending explorations beyond the workshop.
